So again |
want to thank you so much - every Council Member who is here this evening, Mayor Held and your
Police Chief and everyone here in North Canton. | think your citizens who are here should all be
very proud of their political leadership because there is some people who are not as forward perhaps
thinking and we have to push them a little bit harder. But they can be very very proud tonight of their
political leadership.

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Mr. Revoldt: Thank you. Before we continue we'll have the Chamber clear itself. Lets move on then
to recognition of visitors. Is there anyone who wishes to address the Council this evening?

Clyde Kemp: Yes, my wife and ..

Mr. Revoldt: Please. Step forward to the microphone and state your name and address for the
record please.

Deborah Kemp: Good evening. My name is Deborah Kemp. My address is 1660 Meadowlane Drive
SE, North Canton, Ohio 44709. | urge you to hire a person who will enforce the entire municipal
building code, especially the group homeowners acting as contractors. Five years ago my husband,
Clyde, and | moved here from Reno, Nevada where we had been retired for several years. We
moved into a “perfect storf when we bought our home here. We worked with a well known realty
company, who referred us to a home inspector to inspect the prospective property before purchase.
We carefully reviewed the sellers Disclosure Statement with the realtor. The actual home inspection
took place after we had returned to Nevada. We were assured that the home had only cosmetic
issues to work with. We purchased the home. Within a few days of our move into the home we
discovered serious problems. Aside from the fact the seller had lied on every entry on his Disclosure
Statement, we learned that the home inspector also lied about the home's true condition. The seller
had told us contractors had built the additions to the house and installed the new roof. It rains here.
When the roof leaked during our first rain, we called the City Building Department to ascertain the
name of the contractor who had installed the new roof. That was the start of our Twilight Zone
experience. We had lived in Nevada for 25 years. The Uniform Municipal Building Code is law there.
The Building Department vigorously enforces the law and the people know it. Building inspectors
make scheduled inspections of projects as well as surprise inspections to protect the consumer and
the homeowners from unsafe and/or improper workmanship. General contractors and all other types
of trades are tested and licensed by the State of Nevada. If you hire a licensed general contractor
there you know what you are getting. If a problem arises, you call the State Contractor's Board, who
investigates the complaint and resolves the issue. The consumer is protected. Since no one advised
us differently, we simply assumed Ohio's consumer protection was comparable. That is not what
happened here. When | called the North Canton Building Department, a building inspector pulled the
permits for our home and came to the house. He inspected the property and turned to us, quote, "on
first look, | see at least $30,000 in damage here that you are now responsible for fixing' closed quote.
The seller had indeed obtained permits for all of his improvements, but never called for inspections.
The seller did the work himself. He was a potato broker and had no construction skills. He carefully
painted and covered up his work, so everything appeared okay. We had to tear down two structures
and chose to rebuild one of them. We had to replace the roof. We had to replace almost all of the
homes major mechanical components: HVAC ductwork, plumbing, electrical because the
uninspected work was a fire or health hazard. Subsequently, | obtained a copy of the municipal
building code book. | read that the person who violated the code was responsible for correcting the
problem. | wrote numerous polite, fact filled, code quoting letters to the Building Department
Superintendant asking for his help in enforcing the code. | was stonewalled for months until my
husband stopped by the Buiiding Department and asked for a decision. Shortly after that the then
Law Director officially banned me from contacting the Building Department. | had a house full of
building code violations and | was not allowed to speak to the Building Department. When | called
the City Administrator, he also advised me that the Law Director had told him not to speak with me. |
was appalied. Much later | was told that my letters were a great source of amusement to the Building
Department. | sent copies of all the correspondence to each member of the City Council, seeking
relief. No one responded, apparently on the advice of the Law Director. Finally, my City Councilman
arranged a parlay with the Law Director and me to resolve the no contact problem. | do not recall the
exact explanation the Law Director provided for not enforcing the code, but came away from the
meeting feeling quietly enraged, but now able to speak with the Building Department. | then had my
contractor get permits and called for inspections on every item we replaced. | personally had the
building inspectors sign each inspection tag. Because the City of North Canton refused to enforce
the code we were forced to use the only consumer protection available to an Ohio resident, file a
lawsuit. That caused us to spend over $200,000 in addition to the cost of our home to resolve this
basic consumer complaint. In total we had $90,000 in unreported and uninspected damages to a
home that passed through a no penalty for lying on a disclosure statement; an ineffective and
unresponsive Building Departments permit process; an unlicensed, unskilled home inspector; and a
realty company a jury found liable - the “perfect storn? which we had to fight alone at our own
expense. A point of interest: there is now Ohio case law that holds realtors liable for referring home
inspectors. At last count Ohio was one of only six remaining states that does not license or regulate
home inspectors, they can be anybody. It was not until much later that | learned the City of North
Canton chose to only adopt portions of the code. Until a few years ago, the Uniform Municipal
Building Code in Ohio was voluntary only. Itis now the law in Ohio. The City can no longer pick and
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choose the sections it wants to follow. It must enforce all of the code. The Building Department is an
enforcement agency, something they argued they were not when in discussions with me. | was
reading the entire code and they were reading their own abridged version. The building codes are
not meant to penalize the public, but rather protect it. Most homeowners are not skilled contractors.
The building code is only the minimum standard required for the health and safety of the
homeowners. When the minimum standard is not met, the results can be catastrophic. Good enough
is just not good enough. The homeowners must be educated about the building code and why it is
vital to their interests, their own safety as well as the safety of a fellow citizen that buys the home.
Homeowners insurance does not cover damage caused by fauity construction. Ifs the homeowner's
responsibility to use good judgment when doing repairs or remodeling, including hiring skilled,
competent workers. Its the City's responsibility to protect the homeowners and their families,
sometimes even from themselves. | have had several discussions with John Brandt at the Ohio
Building Standards Office. | have testified before the State Commerce Committee in Columbus. |
graduated from Kent State University. i am one of Ohio's "brain drairi’ children who returned home.
The chaos | found here cost me most of my retirement savings. | had to return to work for two years.
My husband also returned to work for two years. His last day was last Friday. Now, five years later,
we are both finally retired again and able to enjoy living here. You cannot know the depth of the
heartbreak and disappointment | felt five years ago. Please do not disappoint me again. Do what
you have to do to enforce the building code to protect and educate your citizens. No one should
have to go through what we did. [ think you wanted a copy.

Mrs. Kalpac: Thank you.

Clyde Kemp: Good evening ladies and gentlemen. My name is Clyde Kemp and my address is 1660
Meadowlane Drive SE, North Canton, Ohic. My wife has just explained our personal reasons for
hiring someone to enforce the building codes. | want to submit some additional thoughts for your
consideration. | was a retired very senior executive when | moved here from a very large energy
company. Last Friday closed my two year commitment as the local manager of the US Census
Bureau in Canton. | was new to this area, having spent my first 65 years out in west in California,
Colorado, Wyoming, Nevada. Working on the census gave me an opportunity to serve my new
community and to learn about the area. For the first year | was responsible for operations in the 21
eastern counties of Ohio, approximately one-third the land mass of the state. After the Bureau
opened 27 additional offices in the Detroit Region at the end of the first year | was responsible for
Stark, Mahoning and Columbiana. The numbers are not official yet, but in my opinion, after looking
at all of the data, there has been a significant population shift from 2000 out of this area and the
result will be of the economic conditions that caused this, the foreclosure crisis and unfortunately
federal funds for the next ten years are going to be based on our population. The population of the
three counties will most likely suffer the most economically from this major popuiation shift. That
means we must work with what we have. We have to find smarter ways to operate. We have to
strengthen our community by going back to the basics. | told the Commerce Committee in Columbus
that if | had relocated a business to Ohio and suffered the problems we did here with our home in
North Canton | would have made full disclosure on the house, sold it at a loss and moved my
company to ancther state, and | meant that sincerely - a state that had protections for its citizens in
the consumer protection area. We need to attract new industry here. Most of those companies that
we really want to get here are out west right now. The cost of doing business out west is becoming
too challenging, its almost unattainable right now. There's potential there right now for our
community. But people out west are accustomed to basic consumer protection. it is a fact of life
there. Laws are in place and are enforced. Every citizen knows it and relies on it. Ohioans deserve
the same basic consumer protection. The Building Code in Nevada was so strictly enforced that we
used to make jokes about if the Building Department saw you walking down the street with a two by
four on your shoulder they would stop you, ask you where you were going with that two by four and
did you have a permit to do it when you got there. Thats how strictly it was enforced. Our area has
much to recommend it. That is why | moved here. The recent news stories about corruption and
embezzlement in north Ohio—northeastern Ohid’s local governments are a black eye to all of us. We
need to clean up our act. It starts at the local level. It starts ladies and gentlemen with enforcing the
law and the leadership to do that has got to come from you—our elected representatives. As a young
Marine officer | recall going through leadership training and an old Colonel told me, son if you want to
lead these people when the ramp on that boat goes down youd better be the first guy off with a
sword in your hands. | hope that youve got the courage to be the first guy out with a sword in your
hand and pass this new law. Thank you.

Mr. Revoldt: Before | call for other speakers, Mr. and Mrs. Kemp, | am sorry for what happened to
you.

Mrs. Kemp: | appreciate that. Thank you.
Mr. Revoldt: I'm Sorry. Well take a look at these facts and see if we can do a better job for the next

party.
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Mr. Kemp (speaking from audience): Thats why our comments were written so youd all have a
chance to read them.

Mr. Revoldt: We will be voting on this matter this evening. But [ don't want any other words | may
utter to cloud, I'm sorry.

Mrs. Kemp: Thank you.
Mr. Revoldt. Other visitors that wish to address us this evening. Mr. Osborné.

Chuck Osborne: My name is Chuck Osborne. 307 Fairview Street SE, North Canton, Ohio. In last
week's Council of the Whole meeting, city officials remarked that zoning laws and building codes in
the city had not been enforced for many years-and that they now want to get serious with violators
through prosecution of violators in North Canton Mayor's Court. In 2003, as a member of this council
and Chairman of Ordinance, Rules, and Claims Committee, | begged fellow council members to put
some teeth into enforcement of the city's zoning laws without success. If you recall, | was running for
the office of mayor that year and it was more expedient at that time to let politics prevail than do what
was needed for the citizens of North Canton. Many of you who failed to act at that time still sit on this
council today. It is good to see that after seven years, you finally are on board to facilitate
enforcement of zoning laws for the city. My discussion on this legislation before you fies with who is
responsible for implementation of that goal. On tonights agenda Ordinance No. 73-10 proposes to
establish a rate of compensation and the position of Assistant Director of Law for prosecution of code
violators in Mayor's Court. | believe this proposal for an Assistant Director of Law should first prompt
an evaluation of what is expected of the City's current Director of Law and the salary he is paid. In
2003, under Ordinance 123-03, the salary for the Director of Law was increased from $16,100 to
$49,000 per year. A Repository September 30, 2003, report titled, “Canton attorney appointed
interim city law director! noted that medical benefits of $7,000 were also paid prior fo the salary
increase. In spite of the added cost of medical benefits, the increase in salary under that ordinance
more than doubled the cost of the Law Director. On October 13, 2003, | voted against Ordinance
123-03. The current salary structure for Law Director does not now aliow for medical benefits, but
state law does mandate PERS. This nearly—this adds nearly $9,000 a year to the current salary
costs for the Law Director. Ordinance No. 34-10 passed earlier this year spells out the duties and
responsibilities for the position of Director of Law. The Law Director receives 3 weeks of paid
vacation and is expected to work 16 hours per week. A 18-hour week, at $49,000 per year, results in
an hourly rate of nearly $62.50 per hour. fm sure you can work out the math. One way to better
understand the present salary costs for the Law Director is to compute the equivalent annual salary if
he were full-time. Using an hourly rate of $62.50 per hour and a full-time work schedule of 2,080
hours, the North Canton Director of Law receives an equivalent annual salary of $130,000. The cost
of PERS adds an additional $23,725. Why is North Canton paying exorbitant hourly rates when other
governmental agencies here in Stark County are able to pay more reasonable hourly rates? The
hourly rate for the most senior attorney working for the Stark County Prosecutor's office is $39.14 per
hour. Why is North Canton's Law Director receiving an hourly rate for legal services that is 60 per
cent higher than the hourly rate received by the most senior attorney in the Stark County Prosecutor's
office? Nearly 86 percent of the attorneys on staff at the Prosecutor's office receive hourly rates of
$30.00 per hour or less. Is North Canton getting the most bang for its buck for legal services? The
City of Canton, likewise, has three full-time assistant prosecutors on staff that receive an annual
salary of $41,796 each for full-ime legal services. That equates to just over $20.10 per hour. North
Canton needs a Director of Law that is full-time. The past and present arrangement of hiring an
attorney whose focus is on maintaining and supporting a full-time private practice with ali the
attendant demands and expenses shortchanges the city that hires him or her part-time. This is borne
out in the myriad of legal—myriad of added legal costs that North Canton has paid over and above
the law directors salary. Thousands of dollars in legal costs have been paid to the last three North
Canton law directors for fees over and above their stated salary year after year. Legal fees in the
tens of thousands of dollars and most recently legal fees in six figures have been paid to outside law
firms while North Canton pays top dollar salary to a Law Director who is only expected to work 16
hours per week. On a weekly basis, while |- while in attendance at city council meetings, | am
continually reminded of the fiscal crisis the city is facing yet | do not see corrective action to minimize
costs and expenses. Working as a full-time Law Director for the City of North Canton would be an
attractive proposition. A full-time attorney for the city would not need to ook for clients, would not
need to pay rent for office space, would not need to pay utility expenses, would not need to make
payroll for support staff. These are all the expenses that makeup the billing rate charged by an
attorney in a private practice. This is what makes up the $156.00 an hour billing rate the Law Director
now charges the city for hours in excess of the 16 hours he is required to work for the City. { do hope
the City moves ahead to prosecute violators of its zoning laws. And Id like to add 'm very very sorry—
oh, they have left—for the..naudible. that that couple went through. | also hope City Council will
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revisit the compensation and job requirements of the position of Director of Law and not move ahead
with passage tonight of Ordinance No. 73-10. Enforcement of city zoning laws is one of the most
basic and simple of city law director duties. That should be handled by the North Canton City Law
Director. Lastly, one might wonder why the city failed to initiate such enforcement of its zonings laws
beginning early in 2005 when Earle Wise took over as City Administrator. Mr. Wise is an attorney
and worked for many years as a Stark County Prosecutor before coming to Stark - to North Canton.
Given that Mr. Wise is still on the citys payroll at an unbelievable salary of $70,000 per year, why
cant Attorney Wise assist Law Director Nilges in the prosecution of the zoning violators in North
Canton Mayors Court? Remember, the city is facing budget deficits. Spend the public's fimited tax
dollars wisely. Spend those dollars as if they were your last dollars because those dollars may soon
be our last dollars. Thank you.

Mr. Revoldt; s there...
Mr. DeOrio: Canl...
Mr. Revoldt: You may sir.

Mr. DeOrio: Thank you. | just wanted to disagree with just a portion of that. There were a lot of
points covered there, but specifically as it relates to a full time Law Director. And you know it should
be noted that some of those individuals that you pointed out at the Stark County Prosecutor's Office
and the Canton City Law Department are attorneys who have a private practice as well.

But heré’s the thing, Im
for getting the best person available in that position. Thats what my goal is before, its what it is today
and if | am here in the future it would be the same. | want the best person available, making that a
full-time job is not going to get you the best person available because youre going to compete
against what a good attorney makes in the private sector. Youre not going to hire a full-time law
director thats going to be the best that you can get for $75,000 a year because good lawyers are
making much more than that. Thats what were competing against. So I'm happy to get somebody of
that level of caliber... :

Mr. DeOrio: | just=| dont want ta.
Mr. Revoldt: Mr. Osborne, please youre not recognized.

Mr. DeOrio: Im speaking, | just—let me finish. | want to get somebody of Mr. Nilges' caliber or Mr.

At least these last three of some caliber that
they can do the job and | think that the salary that theyre getting at a part-time basis the City ends up
with the better end of the deal.

A lot of people
who would come here that really arent qualified to do the job. Thats one of the reasons that City
Council gets compensation so little. | think thats a good thing because if you made the compensation
here $10,000 a year, $15,000 a year, thered be a lot more people who would run for it whose
motives wouid not be ultraistic. Whose motives wouldnt be for the public service but would be for
getting a paycheck and not having to do a lot of work. Thats what [ think it comes down to. | think
this is a blend between you know public employment and public service. And we're fortunate | think
to have people of Mr. Nilges' caliber working for us.

Mr. Davies: Youre wrong. lts 14% of 49,000~thats what it is. Now, in terms of the extra money
spent over and above. Attorneys are very much like doctors anymore, they specialize. So if you
want the best attorney for the particular, you know legal situation that youre in, you hire somebody
thats a specialist in that area. So even if we had a full-time law director you would still have to do
that on certain cases where that person is not the best available because you will be competing
against the best available. Thats just the way the world is. | dont like it. | dont like what lawyers
make. But | dont get to decide what they make, society gets to decide, and because of their
education and so forth. But you know...one person is never going to be able to do everything that
has to be done in the city. Youre still going to have to get specialists at certain times—you just are.
Inaudible. one of the reasons he was interested in getting a prosecutor for the Mayor's Court is
because they have-they specialize in prosecution. Hans doesn't do that, thafs not his specialization.
So anyway thats all | wanted to say.

Mr. Osborne (speaking from the audience): May I. naudible.
Mr. Revoldt: No.
Mr. Osborne (speaking from the audience): You still haven't addressed Earle Wise at 70,000 a year.

Mr. Revoldt: As you know we conducted a Performance Audit and had an opportunity to compare
our municipal expenses to those other communities. And | think whats important is that one of the
cities that we compared ours to was Fairview Park. And it has a part-time law director who has no
minimum amount of weekly hours. Whose only function is to attend the council meetings. That law
director earns $47,000 per year. | think the comments that have been made tonight illustrate that
there are varying degrees of legal services provided to a municipality. What we have in a law
director is a corporate general counsel who has broad authority. Mr. Nilges is in fact obligated to
provide us with 16 hours per week. | can attest, actually the receptionist at TechniGraphics can
attest to the fact that Mr. Nilges calls the President of Council on a regular basis outside of those 16
hours. And Mrs. Revoldt is now starting to complain that unless he gets on a Verizon account she is
going to be carrying his scalp in her purse because of the damage it is doing to my cell phone. Mr.
Nilges, we have discussed this. My point is that we have a Director of Law who is actually doing a
large amount of gratis work for this city in excess of 16 hours. We have a bargain. By and large and
| think Council would agree, that it receives from that Director of Law precisely what it has asked in
terms of written opinions, in terms of problem solving, in terms of action. And tonight we are going to
move possibly on an issue that has been stalled for a period of time. But it is being done at the
initiative of our Director of Law. We have something more than a prosecutor. At Councilman Snyder's
request and with collaboration of Mr. Hampton, the City has prosecuted an individual who
constructed an illegal shed. Weve won that case. That case consumed seven and one half hours of
Mr. Nilges outside time. It required support of his secretary at his law office and access to his
LexisNexis Account. Mr. Nilges billed us $150 per hour. His going rate is $195. He is suggesting that
we pay an outside prosecutor 30 to 40 dollars an hour to save money. We think this is good
stewardship, a good use of public resources. So that is there anyone eise who wishes to address
this particular subject?

And thafs the way weid like to keep it and the more that we can get our residents participating with
our Police Department that keeps crime activity even lower. So | wouid encourage all of the Council
members that if you have any meetings that you would like to setup weve got representatives from
the Police Department that are always available to attend those meetings. And lastly, | would like to
thank Council for inviting Coming Together Stark County.
