ORDINANCE 16 - 2023

An ordinance amending Chapter 1159, Nonconforming Uses, Buildings, Lots, and 
Structures, specifically Subsection 1159.03(e), Discontinuance of Use, of the Codified Ordinance 
of the City of North Canton, to lower the period during which a nonconforming use is continued 
while inactive from two (2) years to twelve (12) months.

WHEREAS, at present a building, part of a building, lot, or part of a lot wherein a 
nonconforming use is located may be vacant for up to two (2) years and still resume the 
nonconforming use; and

WHEREAS, the City wishes to more strictly limit the time that nonconforming uses may 
be inactive prior to the expiration of the nonconforming use; and

WHEREAS, the Office of City Council, on January 6, 2023, received a completed and 
approved Application for Zoning Amendment for the above-described zoning change from the 
Office of the Mayor; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission held a public meeting for the purpose of gaining 
public input on the proposed zoning change on March 1, 2023, pursuant to Section 1181.04 of the 
North Canton Codified Ordinances, and recommended that City Council adopt the amendments as 
submitted; and

WHEREAS, City Council held a public meeting for the purpose of gaining public input on 
the proposed zoning change on __________, pursuant to Section 1181.06 of the North Canton 
Codified Ordinances.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF NORTH 
CANTON, COUNTY OF STARK, AND STATE OF OHIO:

Section 1. That Chapter 1159, Nonconforming Uses, Buildings, Lots, and Structures, 
specifically Subsection 1159.03(e), Discontinuance of Use, of the Codified 
Ordinance of the City of North Canton, be and is hereby amended to read as 
follows:

(e) Discontinuance of Use.  Discontinuance of the nonconforming use of a building, 
part of a building, lot, or part of a lot for a continuous period of twelve (12) months or longer shall 
constitute voluntary abandonment of such use and thereafter any use of the premises shall conform 
to the use regulations of the district in which the building or lot is located.

Section 2. That the Clerk of Council and Mayor of the City of North Canton be, and are 
hereby, authorized to make such amendments as may be needed to the Codified 
Ordinances of the City of North Canton to accurately reflect this ordinance upon 
approval of such amended pages by a voice vote of Council.

Section 3. That if a provision of this ordinance is or becomes illegal, invalid, or unenforceable, 
it shall not affect the validity or enforceability of any other provision of this 
ordinance.

Section 4. That this ordinance shall take effect and be in full force from and after the earliest 
period allowed by law.

ORDINANCE 21 - 2023

An ordinance amending the zoning map of the City of North Canton to reclassify 33 parcels 
in the City of North Canton, in accordance with the amendment procedure set forth in Chapter 
1182 of the Planning and Zoning Code, in order to phase out Office Building (OB) zoning 
throughout the City.

WHEREAS, the City of North Canton intends to phase out and repeal the Office Building 
(OB) zoning district, in its entirety, as part of the City’s ongoing effort to revise and improve its 
zoning regulations; and

WHEREAS, prior to repealing the OB zoning designation, the City wishes to ensure that 
no properties are zoned OB; and

WHEREAS, OB zoning currently accounts for just 0.44% of properties in the City; and

WHEREAS, the Office of City Council on January 30, 2023, received a completed and 
approved Application for Zoning Amendment for the above-described zoning change from the 
Office of the Mayor; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission held a public meeting for the purpose of gaining 
public input on the proposed zoning change on March 1, 2023, pursuant to Section 1182.04 of the 
North Canton Codified Ordinances, and recommended that__________________________; and 

WHEREAS, City Council held a public meeting for the purpose of gaining public input on 
the proposed zoning change on _____, pursuant to Section 1182.06 of the North Canton Codified 
Ordinances.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF NORTH 
CANTON, COUNTY OF STARK, AND STATE OF OHIO:

Section 1. That the zoning map of the City of North Canton be, and is hereby, amended to 
reclassify 33 parcels throughout the City, in accordance with the amendment 
procedure set forth in Chapter 1182 of the Planning and Zoning Code as follows:
a. The classification for the premises known as being lots 6666 and 6667, on 

Schneider St SE, (Stark County Parcels 9208982 and 9208983), shall be 
reclassified from Office Building (OB) to Residential Multi-Family A
(RMF-A) as illustrated in the map attached hereto and incorporated herein 
as “Exhibit A”.

b. The classification for the premises known as being lots 6662, 6663, and 
6667, on the corner of Schneider St SE and Overridge Ave (Stark County 
Parcels 9208978, 9208979, and 9208980), shall be reclassified from Office 
Building (OB) to Main Street South (MS-S) as illustrated in the map 
attached hereto and incorporated herein as “Exhibit A”.

c. The classification for the premises known as being lot 6665 on the corner 
of Schneider St SE and Overridge Ave SE (Stark County Parcel 9208981), 
shall be reclassified from Office Building (OB) to Residential One 
Family/Large Lot (R-70) as requested by the property owner and as
illustrated in the map attached hereto and incorporated herein as “Exhibit 
A”.

d. The classification for the premises known as being lots 3947 and 3948 on 
the corner of Schneider St SE and Pershing Ave SE (Stark County Parcels
9201852 and 9201853), shall be reclassified from Office Building (OB) to
Main Street South (MS-S) as illustrated in the map attached hereto and 
incorporated herein as “Exhibit B”.

e. The classification for the premises known as being lots 309 and 311, part of
lot 310, part of Out Lot 22, and part of Out Lot 23 on E Maple St between 
the streets of Pershing Ave NE and Taft Ave NE (Stark County Parcels 
9202067, 9200823, 9200440, 9200439, 9206838, 9201765, 9200282, 
9204369, 9207434, 9204085, and 9204086), shall be reclassified from 
Office Building (OB) to Main Street Center (MS-C) as illustrated in the map 
attached hereto and incorporated herein as “Exhibit C”.
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f. The classification for the premises known as Out Lot 351 and Out Lot 352
on Market Ave (Stark County Parcels 10007377 and 10007378), shall be 
reclassified from Office Building (OB) to General Business A (GB-A) as 
illustrated in the map attached hereto and incorporated herein as “Exhibit 
D”.

g. The classification for the premises known as being lots 5021, 5022, 4998, 
Out Lot 236, Out Lot 234, Out Lot 233, part of Out Lot 235, and part of 
5020 on Pittsburg Ave NW (Stark County Parcels 9202047, 9206715,
9206186, 9206184, 9206183, 9209153, 9204480, 9200942, and 9204589), 
shall be reclassified from Office Building (OB) to General Business A (GB-
A) as illustrated in the map attached hereto and incorporated herein as 
“Exhibit E”.

h. The classification for the premises known as being part of Out Lot 272 on
the corner of Pittsburg Ave NW and Liberty Lane NW (Stark County Parcel
9208866), shall be reclassified from Office Building (OB) to Residential 
Multi-Family A (RMF-A) as illustrated in the map attached hereto and 
incorporated herein as “Exhibit F”.

i. The classification for the premises known as being part of Out Lot 272 on 
the corner of Pittsburg Ave NW and Liberty Lane NW (Stark County Parcel 
9208870), shall be reclassified from Office Building (OB) to Residential 
Single-Family Small Lot (R-50) as illustrated in the map attached hereto 
and incorporated herein as “Exhibit F”.

Section 2. That if a provision of this ordinance is or becomes illegal, invalid, or unenforceable, 
it shall not affect the validity or enforceability of any other provision of this 
ordinance.

Section 3. That this ordinance shall take effect and be in full force from and after the earliest 
period allowed by law.
